By 

implementing a schedule packed with a mix of activities, counselors create a balance between 

routine and new adventures, all while having fun! 
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Field Trips 
 

We are planning more field trips in 2026 for the Owlet and Eagle groups, as well as special guest 

educators to visit camp and share some of their fields of expertise. Field trips take place on 

Thursdays, unless otherwise noted, and we will travel by a state-licensed bus company to all of our 

field-trip locations. 

 

Please note that there are some rare occasions where field trips may change unexpectedly. This can 

be due to weather, scheduling or facility conflicts, or other unforeseen circumstances. If this happens, 

we will come up with an alternate field trip or activity for that day.  Field trips are not a guaranteed 

camp experience, and there will be no refunds issued if a trip must be cancelled. 

 

**If a camper chooses not to participate in a field trip, they will not attend camp that day.  No staff is 
available at the DeWaters Education Center during our outings, so no campers may stay behind. 

 

On field trip days: Timeliness is imperative.  Campers are required to be here by the designated 

drop-off time in order to leave on the bus for our trips. If a camper is going to be late and will not 

arrive until after the bus leaves, please call the Camp Director immediately to work out a plan 

together.

Communication Guidelines: 
 

• Communication to parents/guardians will take place by email, phone, or by written form notes 

placed at the check-out table during pick-up.  

• If an incident justifying immediate contact with a guardian occurs at camp (e.g. injury, camper 

conduct concern), we will call the parent/guardian phone number(s) that were provided with 

the camper application during registration.  

• If a minor incident occurs at camp, parents/guardians will be informed at the end of the day, in 

person, during camper pick-up.  
 

What to Bring to Camp:

• If phones must be brought to camp, they must be stored in a sealed bag in the camper’s 

backpack.

• Weapons, including pocketknives and/or multi-tools

Spray Sunscreen, Bug Spray, & Ticks 
• We will refer to the health forms submitted for each camper when it comes to the use of bug 

spray and sunscreen.  

• We will remind campers to apply sunscreen and bug spray, and when to reapply if needed. 

• We will have extra spray sunscreen and bug spray on hand for all campers per their forms.  

• We will use our standard brand of spray sunscreen and insect repellent unless otherwise 

marked on the camper's health form. 

• If you choose to send your preferred brand of bug spray and/or spray sunscreen in your 

camper's backpack, please label it with the camper’s name. 

• Camp Staff will not apply topical sunscreen as a lotion or cream.  If campers bring in that form 

of sunscreen, they must self-apply.  

• We understand that ticks are a concern. Parents/guardians are responsible for doing a full tick 

check of campers at the end of each day. 

 

 

Food, Snacks & Drinking Water: 
• Food: Please make sure your child has two packed snacks for every day of camp! Your child’s 

snack should be something that they can open and serve themselves. Please have their food in a 

labeled bag or container. Campers are not allowed to share food while at For-Mar Nature Day 

Camp.  

• Drinking Water: Drinking LOTS of water is one of the most important ways to stay healthy and 

happy while outside!  All children must come to all programs with a full, refillable water bottle labeled 

with their name. We will always carry plenty of extra drinking water with us and will take regular 

water breaks to keep campers hydrated.  

• In the event your child forgets their lunch, we will contact the parent/guardian first to bring it.  If there 

is no response, we will reach out to other emergency contacts provided. We are only able to 

provide small snacks - no full lunch options are available through Day Camp.  Please 

remember to bring a daily lunch. 

 

 

Allergies: 

The required health forms to be completed prior to attending camp notify us of any allergies. The 

sooner we know that there are allergies, the better we can accommodate.  Any health changes or 

new allergies should be divulged to the Camp Director as soon as possible. 
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CAMP POLICIES 
 

Ratio: 
We believe that a low ratio is key to creating a safe, meaningful, and high-quality experience for our 

campers. Our ratio must never be less than 1 staff member for every 10 campers. For-Mar Nature Day 

Camp will group campers by age to offer the best experience with age-appropriate activities. 

 

Handwashing: 
All campers and staff will wash their hands with soap and water before eating, after using the bathroom, 

after sneezing or blowing their nose, after touching insects/animals, and before/after using shared materials. 

When our handwashing supplies are unavailable, we will offer an alcohol-based hand sanitizer.  

Toileting: 
All campers must be able to use the toilet independently prior to starting camp. Using the toilet 

independently is defined as 1) the camper asks to go to the bathroom when needed, 2) camper is able to 

wipe themselves, 3) pull up their own pants, 4) flush, and 5) wash their hands. We understand that 

occasionally, even "fully potty-trained" children may have an accident. Please make sure your child has 

extra clothes packed; we recommend having 2 sets on hand in the event of an accident. 

 

Attendance: 
Consistent attendance is strongly encouraged. Many parents/guardians look forward to their 

camper(s) attending this camp and are often waitlisted due to the demand of applicants. Please 

prioritize your camper’s attendance. If your child will be absent from camp for any reason, please 

notify the Camp Director.  

*No refund will be issued for program absences. 

 

Weather: 

For-Mar Nature Day Camp will be held primarily outdoors. We are outside every day, rain or shine. 

Under severe or emergency weather conditions we will utilize the DeWaters Building or the Main For-

Mar Visitors Center building, and we will notify parents/guardians if there must be a change in pick-

up/drop-off location.  
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Parks and Public Spaces:  

 

• Our programs take place on For-Mar Nature Preserve’s grounds, which are open to the public. 

The reserve is quiet and safe, but we cannot guarantee that we will never come across 

another person while at camp. It is our policy to always keep our group together, and to keep 

our group away from other groups/individuals using the park as much as possible.  

 

• If someone approaches our group, one of our staff members will take that person aside and 

explain that we are a private group. If there is ever a concern about an individual’s behavior 

and the safety of our group, staff members will adhere to Risk Management Policies of Nature 

Day Camp.  

 

• For-Mar Nature Day Camp will adhere to state licensing rules and regulations, operating as a 

closed campus to parents/guardians, and the general public.  Only registered participants 

may attend camp. 

 

• Unfortunately, Parents/Guardians are not allowed to stay at camp. Staff are subject to 

background checks, clearances, and training hour requirements to legally adhere to our 

licensing requirements. Once campers have been signed-in to For-Mar Nature Day Camp, 

they will remain under our supervision until a parent, guardian, or approved emergency 

contact adult signs the camper out at the end of the day with valid identification.

Owlets, Eagles, & Adventure: Drop-Off @ 9AM and Pick-Up @ 3PM 

• If you must drop-off or pick-up outside of the above times, please contact the Camp Director 
to discuss possible arrangements. 

 

 

Drop-off & Check-In Procedures 

 

• Drop-off begins no earlier than 8:45AM for Owlets, Eagles, & morning Tadpoles 

• Drop-off begins no earlier than 12:15PM for afternoon Tadpoles  

• Parents/Guardians will walk up with campers to the check-in table outside the building, where 
they will be greeted by a Staff Member.   

• Barring special circumstances, drop-offs will occur outside.  

• Parents/Guardians must sign their camper(s) in at the check-in table before children are 
allowed to be left at camp.  

• A visual and verbal camper health screen will be conducted upon arrival each day. Parents 
should screen children at home before arriving at camp. Children with a fever or other viral 
symptoms should stay home.  

 

What if my child will be running late to For-Mar Nature Day Camp? 

• Staff will have a check-in station set up from 8:45AM to 9:15AM.  

• If a registered camper has not been signed in by 9:15AM, a phone call will be made to that 

parent/guardian. 

• If unable to reach the camper’s parent/guardian, staff will assume that camper will not be 

attending for the day.  

• If you know your camper will not be attending camp on a particular day, please notify Camp 

Director Emily Buccaneer at (810) 280-3839 or ebuccaneer@gcparks.org. 
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Pick-Up & Check-Out Procedures 

 

• A staff member will greet Parents/Guardians as they walk up at the check-out table outside 
the building.  Parents/Guardians will sign their camper(s) out, using state-issued ID as 
verification.  

• Barring special circumstances, all pick-ups will be outside. Campers are not allowed to be 
picked-up or leave without Parents/Guardians signing the camper(s) out at the check-out 
table. 

• Parents/Guardians are required to check out their camper(s) with a staff member and should 
be prepared to show their state-issued ID. 

• If someone other than the adults listed on your child’s registration forms will be picking up 
your camper, please inform the Camp Director ahead of time so that person’s name may be 
added to the approved pick-up list.  

• If a camper is picked up after the times specified above (11:30AM for AM Tadpoles, 3PM for 
PM Tadpoles, Owlets, Eagles, and Adventure groups), a late fee of $10.00 will accrue every 
15 minutes, per camper, past pick-up time. This late fee will be charged to your account. 

 

For any camper remaining after 3PM: 

a. At 3:10PM use Emergency Card to make 1st contact with parents/guardians.  
b. At 3:15PM use Emergency Card to make 2nd contact with parents/guardians. A late 

fee begins to accrue - $10.00 for every subsequent 15 minutes late. 
c. At 4PM a Park Ranger will be notified for child neglect. 

 

Release Authorization Plan 

 

• Anyone picking up your child MUST PROVIDE ID when signing out a camper, and that 
person’s name must be listed as “approved to pick-up my child” on your registration forms. 

1. For-Mar Nature Day Camp Staff will call the camper’s parent/guardian in the event an 
unauthorized person is attempting to retrieve a child. 

2. If parents cannot be reached, the Camp Director is notified immediately. 
3. If the Camp Director cannot be reached, please inform the For-Mar Front Desk and 

ask that they call a Park Ranger. 
4. Camper must stay in the custody of For-Mar Nature Day Camp Staff, and/or a Park 

Ranger, until the parent is able to retrieve the camper. 
5. In the event the unauthorized person is unruly and demands possession of the 

camper, a Park Ranger is to be notified immediately. 

• All staff members are trained in the event of an unauthorized person attempting to pick up a 
camper from the program. 

• If a person attempting to pick-up a camper is NOT already listed on the initial registration 
forms for summer camp, a written authorization for pickup must be filled out at camp, which 
includes: 

1. When the camper is to be released 
2. How & where the release will occur 
3. To whom the camper will be released (must show ID). 
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Injury & Medical Information and Disclaimers 
 

For-Mar Nature Day Camp staff members take pride in prioritizing the safety and well-being 

of all of our campers. With that in mind, all staff are certified in CPR, First Aid, and AED use, 

and a Certified Health Officer will be on site at all times to respond to any situations that may 

arise. **It is your responsibility to update us on the status of your child’s medical 

conditions if there are changes at any time throughout camp. 

 

Medication 

Health Officers are the only camp staff allowed to administer medication.  If your camper 

must take medication during camp hours, the “Weekly Medication Log” form must be filled 

out prior to attendance. Medication must be in its original container and clearly labeled with 

written instructions including dosage, frequency, and type of medication.  

 

If your child has allergies (food, bee stings, etc.), please make sure this information is 

provided and conveyed at the time of registration, and again at the Open House. If your child 

requires administration of an EpiPen or other device, please make sure we are fully aware of 

allergy severity. The “Weekly Medication Log” form must be filled out with clear instructions 

for EpiPen use, as with any other standard medications.  

 

**All prescriptions and medical devices will be kept in a locked location until they 

become medically necessary.  

 

Injuries 

If your camper is injured: 

▪ For a minor injury Camp Staff will: 

o Provide general First Aid 

o Fill out an Accident and Incident report form with the injured camper/staff. 

o Inform & give Accident and Incident report form to Camp Director and Camp 

Supervisor 

o Give note to Parent/Guardian detailing the incident 

• For a moderate to severe injury Camp Staff will: 

o Call 911, and provide First Aid, and/or CPR/AED as necessary 

o Call Parent/Guardian and/or Emergency Contact 

o Call Camp Director and Camp Supervisor 

o If camper must be transferred to a hospital, one staff member will accompany 

the camper. 

 

**The Camp Director and Supervisor are available at the Open House, or via the 

contact information provided in this Handbook, should you need to discuss policies 

further.

• $50 minimum payment per week to hold your camper’s spot

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For-Mar Nature Day Camp Code of Conduct 
The For-Mar Nature Day Camp’s goal is for campers to learn how to respect themselves, others, and 
the natural world around them. To create well-rounded individuals for our community, For-Mar Nature 
Day Camp utilizes positive group connections to build knowledge to be a better steward for the Earth. 
Time in nature will offer multiple opportunities to practice social, emotional, and other practical skills 
that have lifelong benefits. To accomplish this, we ask that all participants follow a simple set of 
behavior guidelines. Campers will be expected to adhere to the following code of conduct as soon as 
they arrive at camp. 

 

PLEASE REVIEW THIS CODE OF CONDUCT WITH YOUR CHILD AND SIGN AT THE BOTTOM. 

 

While at For-Mar Nature Preserve: 
• I will be honest and respectful of my peers, my camp staff, and myself. 

• I will follow directions and rules at camp. 

• I will respect property belonging to any other campers, staff members, For-Mar, or field trip 
visited sites. 

• I will use/practice appropriate conduct and language. 

• I will stay within the camp boundaries. 

• I will do my best to ensure that everyone, including myself, has fun at camp! 

Discipline will be handled in the following manner: 

1. A verbal warning will be given, with alternative behavior options established. 

2. A second verbal warning will be given, with alternative behavior options reinforced. 

3. A third verbal warning will be given, restriction from the activity, and a one-on-one informal 

meeting with the Camp Counselor to establish reasons behind the unwanted behavior.  Once 

a resolution has been reached, the camper may resume activities. Camp Director shall be 

informed of the mediation. 

4. Continued misconduct will result in a conference with the Camp Director, the camper, and 

Counselor, and a form letter will be sent home outlining the behavior. 

5. If the behavior continues, the camper and Camp Director will make a phone call to the 

parent/guardian. 

6. Unless a camper is actively trying to improve behavior, unchanged conduct will result in being 

sent home, with the option to return the next day. 

7. Steps 1-7 may be repeated the following day, if needed.  Continued misconduct may result in 

suspension from Camp at the discretion of the Camp Director and Parks Administration. 

 

*Note: Actions deemed harmful to oneself, or another camper are subject to immediate 
dismissal. No refunds will be issued if a camper is suspended from camp. 
 
*Camp notes may be sent home from camp counselors/directors as needed to keep 
parents/guardians informed about relevant incidents (positive and negative) 

 
*Camp administration has the authority to advance the above steps on a case-by-case basis.  
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*The child’s participation may be terminated if there are behavioral or developmental concerns 
beyond the scope of what the program and its staff are equipped to manage.  
 

*Failure to follow these guidelines will result in the loss of For-Mar Nature Day Camp privileges, up to 

and including, suspension and removal from the program. 
 

**For-Mar Nature Preserve & Arboretum, as part of the Genesee County Parks and Recreation 

Commission, has a Zero Tolerance Policy towards violence of any kind. Related behavior will 

result in expulsion For-Mar Nature Day Camp without refund**

What if my child will be running late to For-Mar Nature Day Camp? 

• Staff will have a check-in station set up from 8:45AM - 9:15AM for Morning Session

• If your camper is not signed in by 15 minutes past posted camp start time(s), a phone 

call will be made to the parent/guardian. If no response, staff will assume the camper 

will not be attending that day.  

• If you know your camper will not be attending camp on a particular day, please contact 

Camp Director Emily Buccaneer at (810) 280-3839 or ebuccaneer@gcparks.org. 

• On field trip days: Campers are required to be here by the designated drop-off 

time. If a camper is going to be late and will not arrive until after the bus leaves, 

please call the Camp Director immediately to work out a plan together. We will have 

several reminders about arrival times so please do NOT be late! 

 

What if I need to get a hold of my child during camp hours? 

• If there is a message that you need to get to your child, call or text Director Emily at (810) 280-

3839.  

• Please leave a voicemail if the call cannot be received at the time it is placed.  

• If the matter is urgent and Camp Director cannot be reached, call the For-Mar Visitor Center 

front desk at (810) 789-8567. 

 

What if my child forgets their lunch? 

In the event your child forgets their lunch, camp staff will contact the parent/guardian to request a 

lunch be dropped off for the camper.  If no answer, we will reach out to emergency contacts provided.  

We are only able to provide small snacks, but we will not have a full lunch available.  Please make 

sure to send your camper with food every day (snacks and lunch). 
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My child left something at camp. Where can I look for it? 

A box designated for lost and found items will be brought out and placed near the check-out table at 

camp each day.  Specific item descriptions may be emailed or texted to Camp Director so that staff 

may be alerted to keep an eye out for them. 

 

Are Parents/Guardians allowed to stay at camp? 

Unfortunately, Parents/Guardians are not allowed to stay at camp. Staff are subject to background 

checks, clearances, and training hour requirements to legally adhere to our licensing requirements. 

Once campers have been signed-in to For-Mar Nature Day Camp, they will remain under our 

supervision until a parent/guardian, or an approved emergency contact person signs the camper out 

at the end of the day.
